Course Focusa

The Diploma programme has been developed as an interdisciplinary course
based on problem solvingapproach, both inits contentand teaching. It utilizes
a variety of teaching/learning techniques, including seminars, journal clubs,
collaborative learning, group discussions, case studies, lecture discussions,
participant assignments, hands-on training on computers, visits to
organizations of public health interest, field work, practicum and field
projects, apart from class room teaching. Faculty with diverse disciplinary
backgrounds, national and international experience combined with a breadth
and depth of public health experience are engaged to impart teaching learning

experiences.

A major strength of the programme is in providing participants with the
opportunities to apply learning directly with the community setting. The
applied research component serves to ground trainees in “real world” public
health applications, and to provide service to the community. Each
participant, working under close guidance of a faculty advisor, will develop a
‘Project’ as part of the course work. The experience has three primary
components; a protocol, a written project paper, and an oral presentation.
Each student will be evaluated concurrently on the study protocol while the

studyisin progress and terminally on the submission of projectreport.
